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TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF
UNRESTRICTED DEPOSIT & WITHDRAWAL ACCOUNT

Article 1. Scope of Application

(1) The "Deposit Unrestricted Deposit & Withdrawal Account”(hereinafter referred to as
“the Account”) shall mean any deposit account without any specified deposit period,
allowing the Customer to do deposit(s)/withdrawal(s) at will.

(2) Any matters not provided for under these Terms & Conditions shall be governed by
the General Terms & Conditions for Deposit Transactions.

Article 2. Interest
(1) The interest on the Account shall be computed on each of the following base day

for interest calculation and shall be added to the principal of the deposit on the first
business day succeeding the base day for interest calculation (“Interest Addition
Date"); provided that no interest shall accrue on the current accounts:
1. Demand Deposit Account: the third Sundays of June and December of each year
2. Savings Deposit Account, Corporate Free Savings Deposit Account and Household
Current Account: the third Saturdays of March, June, September and December of
each year
(2) The interest on deposit accounts provided for in Paragraph (1) above shall be
calculated for the period from the date of the first deposit or the Interest Addition
Day to the date immediately preceding the next Interest Addition Day or the
withdrawal date by applying the interest rate posted at the Bank's offices to the
average of the daily final balances; provided that the interest on corporate free
savings deposit accounts shall accrue on any amount deposited for more than seven
(7) days and shall be calculated by deducting any interest already paid from the
amount calculated by applying the interest rate for deposit period posted at the
Bank’s offices for the period from the date of deposit to the date immediately
preceding the Interest Addition Day or the withdrawal date.

Article 3. Transactions Using Forms of Check and Note and Registering Note Issue

(1) The Customer shall transact with its counterparty using the forms of check/note
provided by the Bank. In case of issuing notes for ten million Korean Won or more,
the Customer shall register its issue details (issue date, date for payment, issue
amount, etc.) in the KFTC (Korea Financial Telecommunications & Clearings Institute)
network for the note issue.

(2) Upon the request of the Customer, the Bank shall provide the Customer with the
forms of checks and/or notes described in Paragraph (1) above; provided that the
Bank may restrict the number of forms of check/note requested by the Customer as
deemed appropriate by the Bank, if the requested amount is deemed to be
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excessive.

Article 4. Suspended Accounts
If an account falls under any of the following, the bank may classify it as a

suspended account, transactions on which such as deposits, withdrawals,
balance checking, transfers, etc. are restricted. Provided, if the customer files
a written request at a bank counter for deposit, withdrawal, balance checking
or transfer transactions on that account, the bank shall demand documents
including the ‘Confirmation for Purpose of Financial Transactions’ form etc. to
confirm the purpose of the transactions and take necessary measures to
resume transactions.

1. If the account balance is less than 10,000 won and there have been no
deposit and withdrawal transactions for one year or more; or

2. If the account balance is 10,000 or more but less than 50,000 won and
there have been no deposit and withdrawal transactions for two years or
more; or

3. If the account balance is 50,000 or more but less than 100,000 won and
there have been no deposit and withdrawal transactions for three years or
more.

Article 5. Restriction on Transaction

(1) Only one household current account shall be opened per person throughout all
financial institutions.

(2) The Customer shall not issue a household check in excess of the maximum issuance
limit specified on the form of the household check provided by the Bank pursuant
to Paragraph (1) to Article 3, and the Bank shall not pay for the checks whose
amount exceeds the maximum limit; provided that the Customer may issue
household checks in excess of the maximum issuance limit if issued in connection
with a direct transaction with banks (including banks other than the Bank).

(3) When a bankbook is used to perpetrate financial fraud, as defined in the ‘Special
Law on the Reimbursement of Monetary Loss through Electronic Communication
Financial Fraud’, the account holder stated on the bankbook may be restricted the
use of financial transactions, such as opening a bank account, having a cash card
issued, etc.

Article 6. Payment of Check and Note and Cancellation of Request for Payment

(1) Pursuant to Paragraph (1) to Article 3, the Bank shall pay to the presenter the
amount specified on the check or note upon the Customer's request for payment.
(2) The Bank shall make payment for the check or note only if it is presented within
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the presentation period. However, in the case of check, the Bank may make
payments even if the check is presented after the presentation period.

(3) In the event the Customer wishes to cancel the request for payment for a check or
a note already issued by the Customer, the Customer shall apply for such
cancellation in the form prescribed by the Bank, and shall deposit the amount
specified on the check or note as security pursuant to the Rules of the Clearing
House.

Article 7. Special Provisions for Payment

Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph (1) to Article 5, in case the Customer
owes to the Bank any of the obligations set forth below, the Bank may pay or settle
through transfer first from the relevant Account rather than from any other accounts,
without using checks or application for payment:

1. various interests, guarantee fees and commissions;

2. principal amount of import bills and principal amount of dishonored export bills;
3. penalty fees under the Rules of the Clearing House; and

4. the amount claimed by call money settlement notice or call money reimbursement
receipt.

Article 8. Handling of Deficiency in Payment

In case the Bank is requested to pay the checks/notes and to perform the obligations
on the same day, the total amount of which exceeds the funds available in the relevant
Account, the Bank shall handle such case in accordance with the Customer’s instruction,
if any, and if it is impossible to ascertain the Customer's intent, the Bank shall handle it
at its discretion.

Article 9. Refusal of Overdraft and Partial Payment
(1) The Bank shall not pay any check or note the face amount of which exceeds the

funds available in the current account or the household current account (including
the overdraft limit).
(2) The Bank shall not make any partial payment for a check or a note.

Article 10. Payment of Check and/or Note and Indemnification

(1) The Bank shall not be liable for any losses incurred by the Customer with respect to
payment of check and/or note in the following cases; provided that the Bank shall
take due care for payment of check/note in the case of Items 3 and 4;

1. In case the Bank pays a check with the date of issue left blank, or a note with
either the date of issue and/or payee left blank;

2. In case the Bank pays a check or note with respect to which the issue date or
due date recorded does not exist, treating the last day of the month as the due
date, (provided that the provision shall not apply to the cases where the maturity
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date or the due date is recorded as 32 or a larger number);

3. In case the Bank pays a check with cross line and with imprinted seal on the back
thereof, which seal is deemed to be identical to the Customer's seal reported
pursuant to Article 5, Paragraph (1) of the General Terms & Conditions for Deposit
Transactions; or

4. In case the Bank pays a check or note, without knowing that such check or note

is subject to no-endorsement order, because the indication of no-endorsement order
on the check or note is not written with letters in the appropriate size to be
conspicuous to everyone and is not recognizable.

(2) In case the Bank has paid compensation for any damages incurred by a third party
arising from the Bank’s violation of the provisions regarding check with cross line
under the Check Law, the Bank may have the right to seek indemnification from the
Customer for such compensation of damages to the third party.

Article 11. Transaction with Agent
(1) When the Customer desires to conduct transactions through an agent, the name and
the seal impression of the agent to be used in checks/notes transactions shall be

reported to the Bank.

(2) In case an agent who is reported in accordance with Paragraph (1) is classified as a
bad credit person under the Rules on Exchange & Management of Credit
Information of Financial Institution and may cause detriment to the order of the note
or check transactions, the Bank may notify to the Customer thereof and request for
replacement of such person.

(3) When the Customer authorizes the agent to issue a check or note, the name of the
Customer, the name of the agent and the relationship between them shall be
specified on the face of the check or note. The Bank may refuse to pay a check or
note issued only in the name of the agent.

Article 12. Termination of Current Account or Household Current Account
(1) In case the Customer becomes disqualified for current account transactions because

the Customer violates the relevant laws or regulations or if it is deemed
inappropriate to continue the current account transaction with the Customer because
the Customer violates a material provision of these Terms & Conditions, the Bank
may terminate the relevant deposit agreement by giving a prior written notice to the
Customer.

(2) In case the Customer falls under the causes of termination of current account
prescribed by the Rules on Exchange & Management of Credit Information of
Financial Institutions, the Bank may terminate this Account and notify the Customer

thereof.

Article 13.Treatment after Termination of Current Account or Household Current Account
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After this Account is closed, the Bank shall not be obligated to pay any of the checks
or notes even if they were issued before the termination, and the Customer shall
return to the account opening branch any unused forms of checks and notes.

Article 14. Security Deposit for Opening of Current Account

(1) The Customer shall make a security deposit (the "Security Deposit”) for the opening
of the current account in a temporary account.

(2) In case the Bank changes the required amount of the Security Deposit referred to in
Paragraph (1) or the Security Deposit is insufficient due to the change of the
account opening branch, the Customer shall deposit additional Security Deposit to
cover such deficiency, or if there is any excess, the Bank shall return such excess to
the Customer.

(3) Upon closing of the Account, the Bank shall deduct the amount owed by the
Customer to the Bank in connection with the Account from the Security Deposit.

(4) The Bank shall return any remaining balance of the Security Deposit upon
completion of the procedures described in Paragraph (3) above, after recovering the
unused check forms and note forms from the Customer. However, if there is any
check or note which has not been presented, the Bank shall return the Security
Deposit after additionally deducting therefrom the commission for handling of
dishonored notes or checks and the amount equal to the penalty for dishonored
notes or checks as determined by the Rules of Clearing House.

(5) Notwithstanding the first sentence of Paragraph (4) above, the Bank shall return the
Security Deposit if there is any reasonable cause for which the Customer cannot
return the unused check forms and note
